Steps for Cleaning Your MacBook

NOTE: Before beginning, power OFF your device!

1. [image: ]Using your moist cloth, wipe down top of device.  Dry thoroughly.  For stubborn smudges you may need to use a moist Mr. Clean Magic Eraser to remove smudges.  Repeat process on the bottom of the MacBook.

2. To clean the screen, flip the MacBook so that the screen is supported by the table (see photo).  Try using your dry eyeglass cloth first to wipe all areas of the screen.  If it is still dirty or smeared, try using a moist cloth or white paper towel to wipe and then dry thoroughly.


3. [image: ]Flip MacBook back so that the keyboard is resting on the table.  Squeeze out a Sani-Wipe to get rid of any excess liquid (VERY IMPORTANT as you want to avoid any chance of moisture damage) and lightly wipe the keys to sanitize them.  Use your damp, white cloth to clean any dirt smudges around the surrounding surfaces and allow to dry.
